Starting page for accessing all
information about the Minnesota
Air Quality Index (AQI)

Presents the latest hourly AQI
reading and the principal
pollutant causing the highest
AQI value, for a selected region.

Thumbnail

AQI Data is presented in 4 levels. Each level can be selected to view progressively more detailed data.

1. View the Current Conditions Table.
2. Find the line "AQI Value"
3. On the right side of this line click on the
    underlined text (Details/Past Data).

This will take you to the Summary
page for the region you selected previously.

1. This is the last page in the data chain
    that you can select.
2. Other navigation tools within a data
    page are available and are
    explained on the individual pages.
3. You can use your WEB browser
    BACK and FORWARD buttons
    to move around prior use pages.

1. Under "AQI Available for:"
     Select a region to view by clicking
     on underlined text, OR
2. Place cursor over colored dot on the
    Minnesota map and left click.

This will take you to the Current Conditions
page for the region you selected.

Presents an hourly AQI
Summary of all monitored
pollutants for a selected region,
and date. Also includes a
historical 30 day AQI chart.

Presents a detailed hourly data 
summary of a single pollutant
and mutiple sites for a selected
region and date. Also includes
a historical 30 day chart for the
single pollutant.

1. The numbers which appear in a column
    for a specific pollutant and are underlined
    are a link to more detailed data.
2. Decide on your pollutant of interest,
    such as PM2.5 (Particulate Matter).
3. Click on any number in that column.

This will take you to the Detailed Data Page
for the region and pollutant you selected.
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4. View location of monitoring sites on map for each region

6. Click the underlined region name or associated color dot on the map for more AQI data.
7. Obtain more information on Air Quality Forecast Maps or Pollen conditions by clicking on links.
